e Applicants will be required to sit examinations in English and Mathematics on Thursday, 10
March, at 14:00. Provision will be made for applicants who do not speak English as their first
language.

e Following the examinations, a shortlist of candidates will be drawn up and these candidates
will be invited to meet with a panel of teachers, together with the Upper School Principal
and Higher Education/Careers Counsellor, on Thursday, 17 March.
